Valjavote A. Juske uleskutsest:

Oleme viimased aastakliimned kunstielus elanud killustunult,
isegi kunstikriitikud ei suuda panna kokku eesti kunsti tervik-
pilti, radkimata kunsti lAhimate arengute prognoosimisest.
Killustumisega on kdinud kaasas nii kuraatorite diktaat kui ka
sulgumine oma siseringi, vastaste halvustamine ja mahatege-
mine, soolisuse ja pélvkondlikul pinnal lles kéetud vastas-
seisud. Iga uus pblvkond on nédinud véhegi laiapbhjalisema néi-
tuse puhul nukogude-aegse lUlevaatendituste restauratsiooni,
kuigi nad ise pole sel ajal elanud ja neid naitusi ndinud. Sel ajal
olid maéletatavasti kevad- ja stigisnditused — esimene Tallinna-
keskne, teine vabariiklik. Postmodernism on kuill sbnades
pluralismi ja k&ikelubavust deklareeriv, kuid tema demokraatlik-
kuses vOiks siiski kahelda. Igasuguste siltide all kdib halastamatu
v8imuvéitlus — muidu vdga head kunstnikud ei suuda end
maksma panna, kuna nad ei valda turumajanduslikke nippe ega
oska ara arvata, mis trend kuraatoreid parasjagu huvitab.

Siit ka, ja ma ei karda neid sénu, idee teha lks eesti kunsti
lilevaatenaditus. Kui juba 1919. aastal saime just eesti kunsti
lilevaatenaditusel aimu, mis toimub ja mis hakkab toimuma,

siis miks mitte nidd? Kuraatorita kevadnditus ei ole nostalgiline
meenutus ebademokraatlikust tihiskonnast, vaid tdnase kunsti-
elu demokratiseerimise katse.

1920-1930. aastatel asus Eesti kunstnikkond organiseeruma,
kunstil tuli katte véidelda koht umberkujunevas Eesti Uhis-
konnas. Ullatavalt tinapaevaselt kdlab iseloomustus tollasele
kunstielule — ,kunsti kandepind oli kitsas, uldine arusaam ja
kunstivajadus ootasid veel tublisti harimist, eriti jaid publikule
kaugeks eesti kunstis esilekerkinud uuemate kunstivoolude
sihid.” (Mart Eller, ,Eesti Kunsti Ajalugu I”. Kunst, Tallinn 1977)

Kuigi olud ei olnud soosivad, asus kunstnikkond hoogsalt
kunstithinguid looma, 1920. aastate keskpaigaks olid loodud ka
kdik muud kunstielu normaalseks funktsioneerimiseks vajalikud
struktuurielemendid: kunstitihingud ja -koolid, muuseumid,
Kultuurkapital. Kunstnikud organiseerusid vajadusest kaitsta
oma huve — kdiki kunstnikke Uhendav Uhtne organisatsioon oli
algusest peale eesmargiks. Tartus asutati 1918. aastal ,Pallas”,
enamik silmapaistvatest kunstnikest olid pikemat voi lUhemat
aega selle Uhingu liikmed, kuigi ,Pallase” liikmeskond ei kasva-

nud kunagi vaga suureks, pusides keskmiselt paarikimne juures.

.Kevadnaitus” on plihendatud Eesti Kunstnike Liidu eellase Eesti
Kujutavate Kunstnikkude Kesklihingu 90. aastapaevale. Eesti
Kujutavate Kunstnikkude Keskiihing (EKKKU) rajati Tallinnas
1922. aasta martsis eesti professionaalseid kunstnikke Uhen-
dava keskorganisatsioonina. Eesti Kujutavate Kunstnikkude
Keskuhing registreeriti 14. aprillil 1922, pohikiri voeti vastu

19. aprillil 1922 toimunud Eesti kunstnike kolmandal tilemaalisel
kongressil. EKKKU-st kujunes suurim Eesti kunstnikke thendav
ja riigi poolt partnerina tunnustatud kunstnikeorganisatsioon.
1940. aastal korraldas EKKKU Kr. Raua nimelise kunstiaasta.

EKKKU lilesseatud eesmargid kdlavad ka tanapaeval aktuaalselt:

1. k&igi eesti kunstnike koondamine nende vaimsete ja
materiaalsete huvide kaitseks;

2. kunstikultuuri propageerimine rahva seas ja kunsti kande-
pinna tdstmine, selleks otsustati korraldada naitusi nii kodu-
kui ka valismaal, loenguid ja kursuseid;

3. aidata kaasa kunstimuuseumi rajamisele.

EKKKU liikmete arv ei olnud tollal pisiv, ka ei moodustanud
ta sellist Uhtset liikmeskonda nagu ,Pallases” — siia kuulusid
nii vanameelsemad, uuenduste pooldajad, Venemaalt Umber-
asunud kunstnikud jpt. Peagi Gihinesid pallaslased, EKKKU-sse
kuulusid 1923. aastal ka Eesti Kunstnikkude Riihma liikmed ja nii
oli Keskiihing ménda aega tdepoolest eesti kunstnike pare-
mikku koondavaks katusorganisatsiooniks. Tési kull, sisetul-
ide téttu 1&i Ghingu algusaastail EKKU-st lahku grupp vana-
moodsaid ja eesti kunstielus vahest rolli omanud kunstnikke,
kes asutasid Eesti Kunstnike Liidu, mis omakorda pretendeeris
eesti kunstnike Ulemaalise esinduse nimele, kuigi kunstielus
sellist osa ei suutnud nad kunagi taita.

EKKKU véttis aktiivselt osa eesti kunstielu kujundamisest, seal-
hulgas ka Kultuurkapitali seaduse valjatddtamisest. Aktiivsust
oma huvide kaitsel valjendasid kunstnikud 1939. aastal kokku-
kutsutud kunstnike paeval, kus margukirjas peaministrile nduti
tollal kehtestatud kunstnike registreerimise dramuutmist
(kutseoskus diplomi alusel), nduti ka kultuurkapitali summade
suurendamist ja kunstimuuseumile hoone ehitamist.

Ka tarbekunstnikud saavad tahistada olulist daatumit —

2012. aastal méddub 80 aastat Rakenduskunstnike Uhingu
(RaKl) loomisest. RaKli-ga on seotud kogu eesti profession-
aalse tarbekunsti areng, ka tarbekunsti naituste korraldamine.
Selle eellane 1928. aastal, koondis ,Dekoor”, tarbekunsti
esimene organiseerumiskatse l&petas Usna pea tegevuse.
Alles RaKu kujunes elujouliseks organisatsiooniks, millesse
kogunes kogu eesti tarbekunstnike paremus ning mis andis
suuna ja ilme kogu meie tolleaegsele tarbekunstile. RaKu kor-
raldas oma 7 tegevusaasta jooksul iga-aastased Ule-eestilised
tarbekunstinditused.

1940. aastad olid Eesti kunstiajaloos kaugeleulatuva pdodrdelise
tdhendusega. Kéik senised kunstiorganisatsioonid likvideeriti
15. novembril 1940 kui sotsialistliku riigi kunstieluga sobimatud.
Eesti NSV Rahvakomissaride Ndukogu juurde moodustatud
Kunstide Valitsusel oli oluline osa uue kunstnikkonna organi-
satsiooni — Eesti Ndukogude Kunstnike Liidu loomisel. Uue
organisatsiooni eesmargid sdnastati jargnevalt: 1) igakulgne
aktiivne kaastoo sotsialismi tlesehitustddks kujutavate kunst-
nike kasutada olevate abindudega, 2) tihe side té6tava rahvaga
ja ndukogude kunsti propageerimine laiemates rahvakihtides,
3) kdigi kunstialade arendamine sotsialistliku realismi alusel,

4) kujutavate kunstnike poliitiline ja kultuuriline kasvatamine
ning nende Uhiskondlik-poliitilise aktiivsuse suurendamine.
Seega maarati aastakiUmneteks eesti kunstielu reeglid. S6ja
puhkemise tottu pooleli jdanud tegevus l&petati 4. jaanuaril
1943 Jaroslavlis, kus peeti Eesti Noukogude Kunstnike Liidu
pidulik asutamiskoosolek.

Neid aegu jaab kirjeldama ka tarbekunstnike algatusel

1940. aasta septembris loodud Kunstnike Kooperatiiv, mille
liikmeskond kosus Usna kiiresti 1941. aastaks 200-ni, ning mis
muude ettevdtmiste kdrval (naitused, ateljeede asutamine) taitis
tellimusi nn linnatanavate dekoreerimisel riiklikeks ja revolut-
sioonilisteks tahtpaevadeks. Kui kunstiorganisatsioonid allusid
Uhiskonnakorralduse diktaadile ning leidus ka uude ideoloo-
giasse uskujaid ja innukaid elluviijaid, siis kunstilooming elas
oma arengufaasi, mida ei olnud nii lihtne suruda pealesunnitud
ideoloogilisse vormi.

Kontseptsiooninaituste kuraatoritena, mis reeglina on tosta-
tanud kusimusi kogu eesti kunsti hetkeseisu vdi probleemis-
tikku puudutavates kisimustes, nii heas kui halvas, on Ules
astunud kunstiteadlased ja kunstnikud Toomas Vint, Johannes
Saar, Peeter Allik, Reet Varblane, Jaak Soans, Hanno Soans,
Kiwa, Anders Harm, Jaan Toomik, Paul Rodgers, Eve Kiiler, Erki
Kasemets, Ants Juske, Andrus Joonas, Harry Liivrand, Elin Kard,
Heie Treier, Jaan Elken, Vano Allsalu, Katrin Pere, Enn P&ldroos,
Leonhard Lapin.

An excerpt from Ants Juske's proposal:

During the last few decades, local art scene has been facing
fragmentariness so that even art critics are unable to compose
the general picture of Estonian art, to say nothing of creat-

ing the forecast about the nearest developments of art. The
process of the abovementioned disunity has been accompanied
by the curators’ dictate and withdrawal into one’s inner circle,
by disparagement of one’s opponents, and by confronta-

tions stirred up by gender and generation related issues. Every
new generation has recognized the act of restoration of the
Soviet-time general exhibitions in the present-day broad-based
exhibition projects despite the fact that today’s youth has never
experienced the Soviet times nor witnessed exhibitions held

at those times. Back then, spring and autumn exhibitions were
held — the first ones were focused on Tallinn and the second
ones on the whole republic. Postmodernism may verbally
declare pluralism and permit everything, yet, one might still
doubt its democratic qualities. A ruthless strife is going on while
being disguised by all kinds of labels — otherwise professional
artists are unable to assert themselves as they possess no tricks
of market economy nor can they find out the trends that cura-
tors are currently being interested in.

| can state without fear and doubt that these very facts have
led me to the idea to bring back the idea of a general exhibition
of Estonian art. If already in 1919 one could have a clue about
the situation of local art scene thanks to the phenomenon of

a general exhibition, then why shouldn’t we follow the same
format today? Instead of serving as a nostalgic recollection of a
non-democratic society, current spring exhibition without the
curator aims at democratizing today'’s art life.

The community of Estonian artists began getting organized in
1920s and 1930s when art had to fight for its place in the rapidly
changing Estonian society. Characterization of the art life of
that time sounds surprisingly contemporary — “the foundations
of art were limited, general understanding and the need for art
left much to be desired, with the aims of new trends in Estonian
art remaining quite obscure to the public” (from ,History of
Estonian Art I” by Mart Eller, published by ,Kunst”, Tallinn 1977).
Although circumstances were not at all favourable, the artists
briskly set about establishing art institutions; by mid-1920s all
other necessary structural elements for normal functioning of
art life had been created: art societies and schools, museums,
as well as the Cultural Endowment. The artists did all that in
order to protect their interests. The need to set up an organi-
sation that would unite all artists became the main objective.
“Pallas” was established in 1918 in Tartu — most of the promi-
nent artists belonged in this art society either for a shorter or
longer period of time, although its membership never became
very large, reaching a few dozen people on the average.
Current Spring Exhibition is dedicated to the 90" anniversary of
the Central Union of Estonian Visual Artists (CUEVA).

Central Union of Estonian Visual Artists (CUEVA) was founded
in March 1922 in Tallinn with the aim to function as the central
organisation uniting Estonian professional artists. CUEVA was
officially registered on April 14", 1922; its statues were passed
at the 3 Congress of State Artists of Estonia on April 19,

1922. CUEVA developed into the biggest organization uniting



Estonian artists that was acknowledged by the state. In 1940,
CUEVA organized the Year of Art dedicated to artist Kristjan
Raud.

The aims set by CUEVA still meet contemporary needs today:

1. Uniting all Estonian artists in order to protect their intellec-
tual and material interests;

2. Promoting art culture among people and widening the
spheres of art; for that purpose it was decided to arrange
exhibitions both at home and abroad, deliver lectures and
courses;

3. Help to establish an art museum.

The number of artists who were members of CUEVA at that
time kept changing, nor did the Union form any uniform
membership as in “Pallas”. The association included all kinds

of artists — those with conventional views and those in favour
of innovations, artists who had resettled here from Russia, etc.
Shortly, artists from the art group “Pallas” joined as well; by
1923, the Union also included members of the Estonian Society
of Artists — for certain period of time, the Central Union thus
served as the umbrella organization for the best Estonian art-
ists. However, during the early years of its existence, a group of
conservative artists with an insignificant role in Estonian art life
broke off from the Union because of personal disagreements,
and founded the Estonian Artists’ Association. The latter also
strived to act as a representative body for all Estonian artists,
yet it failed to accomplish this task.

CUEVA actively participated in the process of establishing
Estonian art life, including the development of the law of the
local Cultural Endowment. Estonian artists actively expressed
their interests and views on the Artists’ Day in 1939 where they
also created a memorandum addressed to the Prime Minister.
In this document, artists required that the system of registration
of artists should be amended (as an artist’'s professional skills
were confirmed according to the diploma); they also asked for
the increase the sums of the Cultural Endowment as well as for
construction of the building for the state art museum.

In 2012, applied artists are celebrating a significant

anniversary — 80 years since the founding (1932) of the Union
of Applied Artists (UAA).The entire development of Estonian
professional applied art is connected with UAA, including
organising exhibitions of applied art. Its predecessor was an
association called “Decor”, founded in 1928 — which was the
first attempt of getting organized for the sector of applied art.
However, ,Decor” soon suspended its activities. UAA became an
effectively functioning organization uniting the best of applied
artists in Estonia and providing the entire field of the time with

a direction and essence. In the course of its seven years of exist-
ence, UAA arranged annual domestic applied art exhibitions.

The 1940s was a decade with crucial significance for Estonian
art history with a far-reaching impact. All existing art associa-
tions were abolished on November 15, 1940 because of their
inconsistencies with the Soviet art life. The Arts Board that

was established by the Soviet Estonian Council of People’s
Commissars played a significant role in founding the new
organization for artists's community, called the Soviet Estonian
Artists’ Union.

The objectives of the new organization were formulated as
follows: 1) Various co-operation between visual artists and the
state in order to build up socialism with the means available for
artists; 2) Close contacts with the working nation and promot-
ing Soviet art among wider masses; 3) Developing all fields

of art on the basis of socialist realism; 4) Political and cultural
education of visual artists while increasing their social-political
activity. Such rules were set for Estonian art for several decades.
However, the war broke out and the activities of the Soviet
Estonian Artists’ Union were terminated on January 4%, 1940 in
Yaroslavl where the inaugural meeting in order to establish the
Artists’ Union of Estonian Soviet Republic was held.

Those times could be also described by the Artists’ Cooperative,
inititated and founded by local applied artists in September
1940. Its membership grew quite rapidly, reaching 200 by 1941.
Besides other objectives (to hold exhibitions, establish artist
studios, etc.), the Cooperative fulfilled various other tasks, such
as decorating the city streets for national holidays and revolu-
tionary anniversaries. Art organizations were thus dictated by
the society and there were quite a few who believed in new ide-
ologies and were ready to apply them. Art, however, proceeded
along its own line of development that was not so easy to force
into the enforced ideological form.

The annual exhibitions of Estonian Artists’ Association have
been held for 11 successive years and numerous locations have
been involved as exhibition spaces, including Tallinn Art Hall,
the Museum of Estonian Architecture and Tartu Art House as
well as various galleries and public spaces. Among the cura-
tors of these conceptual exhibitions, that, as a rule, have raised
questions about the situation and problems of contemporary
Estonian art, have been the following art historians and artists:
Toomas Vint, Johannes Saar, Peeter Allik, Reet Varblane, Jaak
Soans, Hanno Soans, Kiwa, Anders Harm, Jaan Toomik, Paul
Rodgers, Eve Kiiler, Erki Kasemets, Ants Juske, Andrus Joonas,
Harry Liivrand, Elin Kard, Heie Treier, Jaan Elken, Vano Allsalu,
Katrin Pere, Enn Pdldroos, Leonhard Lapin. Last year, the organ-
izers of the current exhibition in 2012 selected Ants Juske's
proposal to hold a spring exhibition for a change, led without
the curator.
